Book Review:  Boyd Norton's  Outdoor Digital Photography Handbook 
by Ron Addison 

 
 In the '90s I found a book by Mr. Norton 
entitled, The Art of Outdoor Photography.  I was 
impressed with his love of nature, his direct 
approach to photography and his use of a 
computer to assist his work.  Of course, he was not 
taking digital images.  He was using the computer 
to label and manage his slides.  I used his ideas to 
use a system similar to his.   

 Air travel with 
many pounds of film, 
not seeing your 
images, damage from 
x-ray machines, 
hassles from airport 
security, and so forth 
influenced him to 
move to digital 
photography.  His new 
ōƻƻƪΣ άhǳǘŘƻƻǊ 5ƛƎƛǘŀƭ

experience as a photographer.  In addition that 
experience, Mr. Norton has published articles in 
Time, National Geographic, Smithsonian, Audubon, 
New York Times and even Playboy.  So the book is 
very well written and pleasure to read.   
 After covering that outdoor photography is 
about capturing your vision of nature, there is a 
brief introduction to digital basics.  Outdoor 
photography is more about getting the right light 
and the right composition for what you want to say 
about a scene.  Composition in the broad sense of 
the word is covered in more detail than computer 
work.  How to work in the field to get, store and 
process images is one of the strengths of this book.  

He notes how you must think about panoramas, 
stacking images for depth of field, and shoot to 
take advantage of digital editing rather that shoot 
ŀƴŘ ǘƘƛƴƪ άL Ŏŀƴ ŦƛȄ ǘƘŀǘ ƭŀǘŜǊΦέ  He shows how to 
use your lenses, depth-of-field, and shutter speed 
to be creative in the field.   
 Mr. Norton covers what you need to take 
ƛƳŀƎŜǎ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ άōƻƻƴŘƻŎƪǎΦέ  IŜ ŜǾŜƴ ŀŘŘǊŜǎǎes 
taking pictures from a plane.  You may think I will 
never do either one.  However, at Denali we had a 
chance to take a small plane up close and personal 
to the great mountain.  I wish I had read this book 
before the flight. 
 In addition to knowing your camera, 
photography skills, and computer skills, you must 
be at the right place at the right time to get great 
images in the outdoors.  Mr. Norton offers practical 
advice to how to get to know what you wish to 
capture.  The last third of the book covers post-
processing including the required material on the 
popular high dynamic range(HDR) process.  You can 
find this material in other books, but you may 
enjoyed it more in this book.   
 What comes through in this book is his love of 
the environment.  Mr. Norton is not only taking 
pictures of the outdoors but he has had a major 
role in the establishment of a number of 
wilderness areas in the United State including the 
new national parks in Alaska.  Take a look at the 
book in our library, and I think many of you will 
want to buy your own copy.

On July 13th, at 1 p.m. in the 
studio, there will be a talk on the reasons you 
would want to take multiple exposures of the same 
image.   
 Let's say that you're in a public place and 
people are walking between you and the subject 
you want to shoot.  Do you give up and accept a 
blurry guy running between you and your building 
shot?  The answer is multiple shots and Adobe's 
Scene Cleaner software.   

 Let's say that you're aware enough to realize 
that your photo has lots of bright and lots of dark 
and you suspect that the sky is going to get "blown 
out."  The answer may be multiple shots and HDR. 
Or let's say you compose a shot where you want 
everything to be in focus.  F16 isn't going to be the 
panacea you hoped for.  You don't have to accept a 
fuzzy foreground. 
 Come to this three-part talk on when to use 
multiple exposures of the same subject so 
you won't have to lose that once-in-a-lifetime shot.
